Officers: We know that there are still those who refuse to share the table of plenty with the 
least of these.   

All: Our mission is not yet over until we restore the lost and the least to the table.  

Leader: Community-making God calls you to break the bread of solidarity with the least of 
these women, children and youth.   

Officers: We commit ourselves to breaking the bread of justice, peace and joy with the least 
of these. 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All: We commit ourselves to breaking the bread of healing and wholeness.   

Leader: Let us commit ourselves to strengthening the hands of these our officers in this 
mission. Freely, freely you have received. Freely, freely give.   

Officers: We will go in Christ’s name, because we believe.   

All: Others will know God is living in us and God is leading us. Amen.
